An 12" now a 16" D.Fir bears N.11°E., 5.9 ft. (Rec. 

N.10°E., 5.9 ft.) with a blazed "X" on the south 
face of tree and a healed blaze at base at base 
of tree, no scribing visible.

An 8" Fir, now an 8" dead snag 15 ft. tall bears 
S.64°W., 7.5 ft. (Rec. S.68°W., 7.9 ft.), open 
blaze at base of snag scribed "BT"

New BTs- An 11" D.Fir bears S.44°E., 16.5 ft., scribed "T19S
