I.P., buried with 30" above ground.
  We did NOT locate any evidence of the two orig. 

bearing trees. As we are unsure of monument 
position as location of orig. ¼ corner position, 
we check the following collateral call evidence: 
1) South 184.8 ft. right bank of river (Rec,.) 
this bearing & distance falls on right shore of 
South Umpqua River. 2) South 99 ft trail course 
E and W (Rec,.) this bearing and dist. falls 
short of presently traveled roadway ditch approx 
5 ft. 3) North 33 ft. creek bed course SE (Rec,.)
this bearing & dist. falls in current creek bed, 
considerable erosion in this area makes it 
impossible to determine 1921 creek bed location.

Set - To perpetuate position of found monument as evidence
of ¼ corner location, we bury a 1"x30" I.P. 
w/attached BC, 24" into ground. Cap is stamped: 
Douglas County Surveyor T29S R1E ¼ Sl8 S17 1981. 
(with a mound of stones around.)

New BTs- 18" Fir, double blazed & scribed ¼ S18 CS BT bears 
N.26½°W., l6.6 ft.

8" Fir, double blazed & scribed ¼ S18 CS BT bears 
S.64½°W., 36.0 ft.
