Found - Orig. 1921 B.C. leaning to the Southwest, in a mound

of stone. The cap was lying lose1y in the mound 
of stone and marked: 1/4 S4*S3 1921 , from which 
bearing trees bear:

Orig. l0", now 11" Fir, alive, with good scar, bears
N.20°E., 20.4 ft (Rec. 21.1 ft.).

Orig. 10" now 12" Fir, alive, with good scar, bears 
N.20°W., 28.7 ft. (Rec. N.2l°W., 29.7 ft.).

Set - Since the B.C. found was not firmly set in the 
ground as per the Orig. notes, I place cap at 
Rec. bearing & distance from both Orig. trees and
build large mound of stones around cap. (Ground 
is bedrock, unable to dig hole).

Orig. 10" now 11" Fir bears N.20°E., 21.1 ft.
Orig. 10" now 12" Fir bears N.21°W., 29.7 ft.
17" Fir scribed ¼ S3 CS BT in dble. blaze bears 

S39°E., 44.7 ft.
20" Cedar scribed ¼ S4 CSBT in dble. blaze bears

S15°W., 41.3 ft.
