GENERAL DESCRI PTI ON

The | and enconpassed in this survey is located in Douglas
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County approximately five mles south of the community of W nston,
Oregon. Access is by way of county roads and numerous secondary
roads. The el evations range from 650 feet above sea |evel near
the quarter section corner of sections 9 and 10, to 1300 feet
above sea | evel near the center south sixteenth section corner of
section 7.

The land surveyed is mpstly tinmbered, with a few open
pastures. The tinmber consists of fir, maple, cedar, madrone,
al der and hem ock. The undergrowth consists nostly of poison oak,
with a smattering of vine maple, salnonberry and assorted ferns.

The area surveyed is drained mainly by Kent Creek, Rice
Creek, and Wllis Creek which flow northerly into the South Unmpqua
Ri ver .

There were no m neral deposits or mning activity noted al ong
the lines surveyed.

The mean magnetic declination as shown on the United States
Geol ogi cal Survey quadrangle map "W NSTON, OREG." provisional
edition, 1987, is 19° East.
