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The following field notes are those of the dependent
resurvey of a portion of the subdivisional 1lines, and the
subdivision of sections 10 and 21, Township 32 South,
Range 4 West, Willamette Meridian, Oregon.

The history of surveys pertaining to this survey is as
follows:

In 1871, W. H. Byars, U.S. Deputy Surveyor, surveyed the
north boundary, and portions of the east boundary and
subdivisional lines.

In 1897, Winfield S. Chapman and Carl S. Nicklin, TU.S.
Deputy Surveyors, surveyed a portion of the East boundary and
subdivisional 1lines, and resurveyed the south boundary, and
portions of the north boundary, west boundary, and subdivisional
lines.

In 1959, Hans W. Theilsen, Cadastral Surveyor, resurveyed
a portion of the east Dboundary and subdivisional 1lines,
subdivided sections 10 and 24, and remonumented certain original
corner points.

In 1971, Larry D. Evans, Cadastral Surveyor, resurveyed a
portion of the west boundary and subdivisional lines, subdivided
sections 7 and 17, and remonumented certain original corner
points.

The survey  was executed in accordance with the
specifications set forth in the Manual of Surveying
Instructions, 1973, and the Special Instructions dated
April 12, 2006, for Group No. 2141, Oregon.

The directions of the lines are based on the true meridian
as determined by direct solar observations and a Global
Positioning System (GPS) control network. They were carried
forward by means of sustained angulation. All measurements along
the lines were derived through the use of electronic measuring
equipment.

The survey was performed using a combination of GPS
satellite techniques and terrestrial measured distances and
directions. The GPS measurements utilized dual frequency carrier
phase receivers and were executed 1in accordance with the
"Standards and Guidelines for Cadastral Surveys using Global
Positioning System Methods", dated May 9 2001, published by the
U.S.D.A. Forest Service and U.S.D.I. Bureau of Land Management
(BLM) .

The static GPS vectors have been adjusted using computer
software which incorporates a least squares adjustment routine.
The maximum GPS cadastral measurement error ellipse at 95%
confidence level is 0.07 feet based on local accuracy standards.

Terrestrial measured distances and directions have been
adjusted by computer software that incorporates a least squares

adjustment routine. The adjusted data assured a closure not
exceeding 1:4000 in error. The adjusted bearings are reported
as mean geodetic bearings rounded to the nearest second. The

adjusted distances are reported to the nearest 0.01 foot.
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Preliminary to the resurvey, the 1lines of the prior
surveys were retraced and search was made for all corners and
other calls of record. Identified corners were remonumented in
their original positions. The retracement data were thoroughly
verified and only the true line field notes are given herein.

Lines which represent BLM property boundaries were blazed,
painted, and tagged with BLM boundary signs.

Each new bearing tree has a 2% inch x % inch magnetic nail
(Mag Nail) driven at the base on right side center, unless
otherwise noted in the corner description.

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GENERAL DESCRIPTION

The lands included in this survey are located
approximately four miles East of the town of Azalea, Oregon.
Access 1s gained by the way of U.S. Interstate No. 5, county
roads, and BLM system roads. Elevations in the NE1l/4 of section
10 range from about 2100 feet above mean sea level, to about
2940 feet above mean sea level. Elevations in section 21 range
from about 1960 feet above mean sea level in the SE1/4 of the
section, to about 2960 feet above mean sea level in the NE% of
the section.

The soil in the area is generally composed of rocky clay.
The area is drained by Hogum Creek, Fizzleout Creek, and Boulder
Creek on the southwest side of the project area, which flow
generally northwesterly into Cow Creek. Timber consists of fir,
cedar, oak, chinquapin, alder, maple, and madrone, with
undergrowth of, rhododendron, poison oak, blackberries, fern,
salal, Oregon grape, evergreen huckleberry, vine maple, and
native grasses.

The primary use of this area is for timber harvesting,
with a few private residences in the SW4 of section 21. The
remnants of an old mining camp remain in the SWY of section 21,
however no active mining or existing mineral deposits were noted
along the lines of survey.
