This plat represents the entire record of o dependent
resurvey of a portion of the subdivisional lines, designed to
restore the corners in their true original locations according to
the best available evidence, and the retracement of a portion
of the subdivisional lines, T. 20 S., R. 6 W., Willamette Meridian,
Oregon,

The history of surveys pertaining to this survey is as follows:

In 18054, Harvey Gordon, U.S. Deputy Surveyor, surveyed the
east boundary of the township.

In 1872, J. H. McClung, US. Deputy Surveyor, surveyed the
subdivisional lines.

In 1962, William W. Glenn, Cadastral Surveyor, dependently
resurveyed a portion of the subdivisional lines, subdivided
sec. |l and remonumented certain original corner points

without survey.

In 1967-71, Floyd A. Brooks and Timothy A. Kent, Cadastral
Surveyors, dependently resurveyed a portion of the
east boundary.

The survey and retracement were executed by Daniel N.
Patterson, Codastral Surveyor, beginning May 3, 2006 and
completed June 29, 2006, pursuant to Special Instructions
dated May 4, 2005, approved May 5, 2005, for Group
Number 2ll6, Oregon, under Assignment Instructions dated
April 24, 2006; and pursuant to Special Instructions for
Group 2100, dated March 8, 2004, approved March 8, 2004,

and Group 2300, doted March 6, 2007, approved
March 21, 2007; under  Assignment Instructions  dated
April 24, 2006 and Group 2100 re-Assignment dated

March 16, 2007. He was assisted by Matthew H. Goins and
David A. Moore, Laborers.

Preliminary to the resurvey, the lines of the prior surveys
were refraced and search was made for all corners and other
calls of record, The retracement data were thoroughly
verified and only the true line field notes are given hereon.

The directions of the lines are based upon the true meridian
as determined by direct solar observation.

An analysis of the unadjusted field data assured a closure not
exceeding 14000 in error. Measured distances and directions
have been adjusted by computer software that incorporates ¢
least squares adjustment routine. The adjusted bearings and
distances agre reported to the nearest second and 0.0l foot.

The official lottings and areas are as shown on the plat
accepted Jonuary 23, I873.

All new bearing trees have a 2 1/2 inch x 1/4 inch nail driven
at the base on right side center, unless otherwise noted in the
corner description.

The description of the North |/16 section corner of seciions
12 and 7, on the east boundary of the township, is as described
by Brooks and Kent in 1967-7l. The description of the
/4 section corner of sections| and 12 is as described by
Glenn in 1962.

The geodetic position noted hereon was determined from a
terrestrial tie to Lane County GPS control station LCCM-1268.
