The lottings and arcas are as shown on the plats ap-
proved February 20, 1856, and November 6, 1897.

The esst boundary of section 36 and s portion of the
subdivisional lines were surveyed by Gordon and Gard-
ner, in 1855. The north five miles of the east bound-
ary were surveyed by Lsban H. Wheeler, in 1883. The
survey of the township was completed by Oscar F. Thiel,
in 1896-7. The east boundary of the township was re-
surveyed by Normen D. Price, in 1950. The east bound-
ary of section 36 was resurveyed by William W. Glenn,
in 1958. Donation Land Claim No. L6, was surveyed by
Dennis Hathorn, in 1856.

The surveys were executed by C. Albert White and Nor-
man J. McDonald, April 16 to July 2, 1963, under Spe-
cial Instructions dated April 6, 1940, May 3, 1957,
and June 11, 1963, for Group Nos. 243, 350, and 513,
