Preliminary to the resurvey, the lines of the prior
surveys were retraced and search was made for all
corners and other calis of record. ldentified corners
were remonumented in their original positions. Lost
corners were reestablished and remonumented at
proportionate positions based on the official record.
The retracement dotc were thoroughly verified and
only the true line data is given herein. Only those
lines bounding or crossing public lands were blazed.

The directions of the lines are based on the true
meridian os determined by o combination of direct
solar observations and GPS megsurements, carried
forward by sustained angulotion using conventional
survey techniques. Distances along the lines were
derived through the use of electronic measuring
equipment,

An analysis of the unadjusted field deto assured
a closure not exceeding [:4000 in error.
Conventionally meagsured distances and directions
have been adjusted by computer software that
incorporates a least squares adjustment routine.
The adjusted bearing and distance are reported to
the nearest second and 0.0l foot.

The geographic position (NAD 1983 (CORS 96)) of
the corner of sections 19, 24, 25, and 30, on the
east boundary of the township, was determined by a
tie from a temporary GPS control point, established
utilizing dual frequency, carrier phase GPS receivers.
