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Timber in this area consists of
Douglas and white fir, pine, cedar
and hemlock,
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WEST, OF THE WILLAMETTE MERIDIAN, OREGON.

DEPENDENT RESURVEY

This plat represents a retracement and reestablishment of
a portion of the subdivisional lines T. 27 S., R. 1 W.,
Willamette Meridian, Oregon designed to restore all cor-
ners in their true original location according to the
best available evidence.

In 1882, Samuel C. Flint surveyed the west boundary. 1In
1902, Homer D. Angell surveyed the north boundary and re-
traced or resurveyed the west boundary. 1In 1910, Fred
Mensch resurveyed the north boundary, at which time cor-
ners of minimum control were established for T. 26 S.,
R. 1 W. 1In 1911, Morris Wygant under the supervision of
Z.M. Derrick retraced the south four miles of the west
boundary.

The lottings and areas are as shown on the plat approved
February 17, 1904.
