RETRACEMENT AND REHABILITATION
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This plat represents the entire record of the retracement of
a portion of the north boundary, subdivisional lines and
subdivision of section lines of section 5, and rehabilitation of
certain corner points, T.30 S, R. 6 W., Willamette Meridian,
Oregon.

A history of surveys pertaining to this refracement and
rehabilitation is on Sheet 2 of 3.

This survey was executed by A. Bert Skeesick, Cadastral
Surveyor, and Robert H. Browning, Surveying Technician,
beginning June 9, 2009, and completed July |, 2009, in
gccordance with the specification set forth in the Manual of
Surveying Instructions, 1973; pursuant to Special Instructions
dated March 16, 2007, approved March 2I, 2007, which
provided for the survey included under Group Number 2300,
Oregon, Administrative File Number 0906, and Assignment
Instructions dated May 27, 2009. They were assisted by
Robert NMI Durning, William P. Goodson, and Marc A. Montpas,
Surveying Technicians.

The retracement data were thoroughly verified and only the
trueline data are given hereon. Only those lines bounding or
crossing public land were blazed.

The directions of the lines are based on the frue meridian as
determined by Global Positioning System (GPS) measurements.

This survey was performed using a combination of GPS
satellite techniques and terrestrial measurements. The GPS
measurements utilized dual frequency carrier phase recievers
and were executed in accordonce with the Standards and
Guidelines for Cadastral Surveys Using Global Positioning
System Method's dated May 9, 2001, published by the U.S.D.A.
Forest Service and U.S.D.I. Bureau of Land Management.

An analysis of the unadjusted field data assured a closure not
exceeding 1:4000 in error. Measured distances and directions
have been adjusted by computer software that incorporates a
least squares adjustment routine. The odjusted bearings ond
distances are reported to the nearest second and 0.0l foot.

Official acreage and lot designations of Federal interest lands
not affected by this survey are as shown on the plat
approved December IO, I1855.

Each new bearing tree hos a 2 1/2 inch x |/4 inch magnetic
nail {(Mag Nail) driven at the base on right side centfer, unless
otherwise noted in the corner description.

The geodetic positions shown hereon were determined by fies

utilizing dual frequency, carrier phase GPS receivers relative
to the National Spatial Reference System.
