In 1963-64, Donald R. Beck and C. Albert White,
Cadastral Surveyors, resurveyed a portion of the
subdivisional lines and remonumented certain corner
points.

The retracement dotoc were thoroughly verified and
only the true line datoc are given hereon. Only those
lines bounding or crossing public lands were blazed.

The direction of the line was determined by direct
solar observaotion, carried forward by sustained
angulation, and refers to the true meridian.

The mecasured distonces and directions have been
adjusted by computer softwore that incorporates o
least squares adjustment routine. The adjusted
beorings and distances ore reported to the nearest
second and 0.0! foot.

The geographic position (NAD 1983 (CORS96)) of the
corner of sections 2, 3, 10, and i, was determined by
o tie from a temperary GPS control point,
established utilizing dual frequency, carrier phase
GPS receivers, and processed using the National
Geodetic Survey's Online User Positioning Service.

The geographic position (NAD 1983} of the
I/4 section corner of sections 28 and 33 was
determined by o differentially corrected, mapping
grade GPS receiver observation.

Each new bearing tree has ¢ 2 {/2 inch x {/4 inch
magnetic nail (Mag Nail) driven ot the base on right
side center, unless otherwise noted in the corner
description.
