evidence and the subdivision of section 7.

Except as shown hereon, the lottings and areas are
as shown on the plat approved February 20, I858.

The survey was executed by Leonard E. Herzstein,
U.S. Forest Service Land Surveyor, beginning May
27, 2002, and completed February 28, 2003,
pursuant to Special Instructions dated March 12,
2002, under Group Number 2 O13, Oregon.

Timber in this area consists of fir, pine, cedar, yew,
white oak, and madrone.

The tie to the geodetic control station is reported as
mean bearing and sea level distance.

At the request of the U.S. Forest Service, the true area
for each quarter-quarter section is reported for all
lands under their jurisdiction. Where the frue area is
within 5% of the record area, the quarter-quarter
section will retain its aliquot part designation even
though the area changes. The quarter-quarter section
will continue to be divided by legal subdivision.
Where the record area changes by more than 5% or
the quarter-quarter section is badly distorted, it has
been assigned a lot number and may be further
divided only by supplemental piat.
