In 1986-89, Mark D. Dixon and Henry E. Hartley,
Cadastral Surveyors, correctively resurveyed a
portion of the subdivisional lines, correctively
surveyed a portion of the subdivision-of-section lines
of section 15, resurveyed a portion of the
subdivision-of-section lines of section 15, and
subdivided sections 3, 10, 14, and 15.
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This retracement was executed by Arthur R. Rambo,
Cadastral Surveyor, beginning July 11, 2006, and
completed December 6, 2006, pursuant to Special
Instructions dated March 8, 2004, under
Group 2100, Oregon, and Special Instructions dated
March 16, 2007, under Group 2300, Oregon, and
Group 2100, Oregon, reassignment dated
October 10, 2007, and Assignment Instructions
dated July 10, 2006. He was assisted by Judi L.
Becker and Logan B. McConnell, Survey Technicians.
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The directions of the lines are based on the true
meridian as determined by global positioning system
observations.

An analysis of the unadjusted field data assured a
closure not exceeding 1:4000 in error. Measured
distances and directions have been adjusted by
computer software that incorporates a least squares
adjustment routine. The adjusted bearings and
distances are reported to the nearest second and
0.01 foot.
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The geographic position in (NAD 1983 (CORS96))
shown hereon, was determined by a tie to a
temporary point, established utilizing NAVSTAR
Sec. 22 Global Positioning System static data, with NSRS
CORS stations “CAPE BLANCO” and “DODSON
BUTTE".
