NARRATIVE

THE PURPOSE OF THIS SURVEY IS TO MARK THAT PORTION OF NORTH LINE OF THE NE 1/4 OF SECTION 30
SHOWN AS A BOLD LINE HEREON. A RANDOM TRAVERSE WAS RUN WHICH TIED IN THE CONTROLLING
CORNERS AND OFFSETS WERE THEN MADE TO THE TRUE LINE. THE LINE WAS MARKED BY BLAZING TREES
ON EACH SIDE OF LINE, BY SETTING SIX FOOT STEEL POSTS ALONG THE LINE AT INTERVALS OF 200 FEET
OR LESS AND BY HANGING LIBERAL AMOUNTS OF RED FLAGGING ALONG THE TRUE LINE. THE ONLY
