I make diligent seagh herq'
for old evidence and find a dogwood stump that agrees very well with tho original field
notes, also other surveyor signs are in evidence and I reset this cor as recorded from

I then return to the corner of sec's. 15,16,81 & 22 and run the line between secs.

15 end 22, I find this .very difficult line to run em account of cliffs and rough
mountaing and necessarily have to triangulaste a good deal of tha line. I start my
line N. 87°-00' #. and at
I trianguléte to the cor. of sec's. 14,15, 22 & 23 and from this trisngle I find that

the true bearing of the line is N.84°-31' W. and the true dist. to be. 76.02 chs.
