@W' _ The purpose of the survey was to separate a parcel of property in excess of five acres from a con-
Uf ’ siderably larger parcel in the N. E. 1/4 of Section 19, T. 30 S., R. 5 W., W. M. for Milton and Arlene

Herbert. A line was run from the North quarter corner of Section 19 set by the B. L. M. in 1969 to a
3/4 inch iron rod at the center of Section 19. An unrecorded 3/4 inch iron pipe which reportedly was
on the North line of the John Yocum D. L. C. No. 43 was also tied. While this 3/4 inch iron pipe was
set at a deed call distance North of the center of the section, the remaining distance along the West
side of Lot 2 was much too short revealing that this 3/4 inch iron pipe should have, at least, been
~Pproportioned in correctly. Further research revealed that the center of Section 19 was improperly set
in the 1920's and perpetuated in the 1940's. The center of Section 19 was set by proportioning from the
East quarter corner of Section 19 to the West quarter corner only, without regard to a line from the
North quarter to the South quarter corner. We established the location of the South quarter corner by
proportion and then established the center of the section by intersection of the Fast — West and
North — South lines. This places the center of Section some 34 feet Westerly of the established and
apparently accepted location. The Northwest corner of D. L. C. No. 43 was proportioned in but not set.

Lester Fanning, Chief of Party, performed the survey with a Wild T1, HP 3805, and 300 foot steel tape.
