This map, identical with M53-46, places that
filing into a format acceptable to the Douglas
County Planning Department. The 1973 survey
utilized a solar observation to establish the
basis of bearings. The 1limits of the 60 foot
Southern Pacific right of way was established from
the centerline of the trackage. The limits

of the statutory 60 foot right of way of County
Road #123 was established from the only monument
available - the centerline of the traveled

way. The survey was performed under the direction
