The purpose of this survey was to establish the Oregon
Cascade Recreation Area boundary between OCRA corners
'6-2° and witness corner °‘N.U.°’. Basis of Bearing
between W.C. N.U. and 'F’ was established by hand
compass. Distances were measured by hip chain. Basis of
Bearing between ‘F’ and '6-2° was established from
State Plane Coordinate monuments “Cinnamon Ecc.” (set
by DCSO) and ‘*Cowhorn” (set by USCEGS) 1927 N.A.D.
Bearings and distances were measured with Lietz Set-4.
Distances shown are grid distances in feet. To obtain ground
distances multiply by 1.000418301.
