COUNTY, OREGON. THE SOUTHWEST QUARTER OF SECTION 7 WAS SUBDIVIDED ACCORDING TO THE 1973 BLM
MANUAL OF INSTRUCTIONS CORNERS USED FOR CONTROL ARE THOSE SHOWN AS FOUND. CONTROLLING SURVEYS
WERE THE ORIGINAL 1857 GLO SURVEY BY HARVEY GORDON, A 1981 BLM RESURVEY BY GOODSON, MCINTYRE
AND MCMULLIN, AND VARIOUS PRIVATE SURVEYS AS NOTED THE ONLY EVIDENCE | FOUND FOR THE SOUTHWEST
CORNER OF SECTION 7 WAS A RAILROAD SPIKE REFERENCE MONUMENT ESTABLISHED BY THE HWY. DEPARTMENT
| REESTABLISHED THE CORNER FROM THIS SPIKE, USING RECORD BEARING AND DISTANCE. | MADE A DILIGENT
SEARCH FOR BYRON S BRASS CAP SET ON THE WEST LINE OF SECTION 7 PER CS FILE M33-24, BUT | FOUND
NOTHING NEITHER DID | FIND ANY OF THE POINTS HE SET IN THE COUNTY ROAD TO MARK THIS LINE. | FOUND
THE MEANDER CORNER OF SECTIONS | AND 6 ON THE RIGHT BANK OF THE UMPQUA RIVER, SET DURING THE ABOVE
