OF THAT TRACT DESCRIBED IN DOC. NO. 190169, DEED RECORDS FOR DOUGLAS COUNTY, AS SHOWN HEREON.
USING THE SECTION LINE AS A BASE, | COMPUTE THE DEED RECORD POSITION FOR THE LINES. THE DEED
CALLS FOR A |/2" IRON PIPE AT THE MOST SOUTHERLY CORNER, WITH THE SECOND CALL BEING NORTH-
WESTERLY ALONG THE ROAD RIGHT OF WAY LINE. ! THEREFORE SEARCH FOR THE PIPE AT THE LOCATION
WHERE THE EASTERLY DEED LINE AND THE NORTHERLY R/W LINE WOULD INTERSECT. THIS POINT, AS WELL
AS THE POINT WHERE THE PROJECTION OF AN OLD FENCE NEAR SAID EASTERLY LINE WOULD INTERSECT THE
