NARRATIVE:

THE PURPOSE OF THIS SURVEY WAS TO ESTABLISH
THE EAST LINE OF THE GLENBROOK NICKLE PROPERTY IN
SECTIONS 27 AND 28 WHICH IS DESCRIBED AS PARCEL 15,
PARCEL 16 AND PARCEL 17 OF INST. NO. 89-19314. THE
SUBDIVISION OF SECTION 28 WAS COMPUTED TO LOCATE
THE EAST LINE OF GOVERNMENT LOT 2. THE SECTION 28
SUBDIVISION WAS BASED ON PERPETUATED ORIGINAL
CORNERS AT THE NW, N 1/4, NE AND SE CORNERS OF
SECTION 28, THE SW CORNER OF SECTION 28 AS
REESTABLISHED BY DOUBLE PROPORTIONATE MEASUREMENT
UNDER M 48-27 AND THE EAST 1/16 CORNER OF SECTIONS
21 AND 28 AS ESTABLISHED UNDER M 109-2. THE EAST
1/4 CORNER WAS SEARCHED FOR BUT NO ORIGINAL
EVIDENCE WAS FOUND. THE SOUTH AND WEST 1/4 CORNERS
WERE ACCEPTED AS LOST PER THE M 48-27 RECORD. THE
WEST LINE OF DLC NO. 49 WAS SURVEYED BETWEEN
ORIGINAL CORNER POSITIONS AT THE NW AND SW CORNERS.
THE NORTH AND EAST LINES OF DLC NO. 49 WERE
COMPUTED BY HOLDING RECORD VOL 2, PAGE 242 ANGLES
AND DISTANCES FROM THE FOUND WEST DLC LINE. THE NE
AND INTERIOR "L CORNERS OF DLC NO. 49 WERE
SEARCHED FOR BUT NO EVIDENCE WAS FOUND. USING
THESE CORNER POSITIONS SECTION 28 WAS THEN
SUBDIVIDED AND THE SE CORNER OF GOVERNMENT LOT 2
WAS ESTABLISHED. THE NORTH LINE OF PARCEL 15 AND 186
OF INST. NO. 89—19314 WAS THEN COMPUTED HOLDING
RECORD VOL 2, PAGE 242 ANGLES ON THE NORTH AND
EAST DLC LINES. I FOUND AN EXISTING FENCE LINE ALONG
THIS LINE AS SHOWN ON THE FACE OF THE MAP.
