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NARRATIVE:

The purpose of this survey was to demarcate the boundaries of that property described in Deed Reference Number
97-17469 of the Deed Records of Douglas County, Oregon at the request of John and Marissa Picone.

The boundary was resolved as follows: The tangent section of Day Drive was established by holding the two monuments
found as shown and record Right—of—Way width per M42—43. The centerline of said Day Drive was calculated by holding
record distance to the center of the Cul-De—Sac and the previously calculated bearing of the southeasterly Right—Of—Way
line. The Cul-De—Sac was then calculated holding record distance. The southwest corner of the subject tract was
determined by holding record distance from the PT and the record distance from the radius point. The monument found
at the southwest corner was not held as shown. The southerly boundary was established by holding the monument found
at the southeast corner and the calculated point at the southwest corner. The east boundary was determined by the
monuments found as shown. The monument found and not held at the northwest corner of "Lot 25" was reset om the
easterly line. The northerly boundary was established by holding the monument found at the northeast corner of the
property and holding the record chord length at the Cul-De—Sac. Monuments were set as shown.
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
