THIS SURVEY WAS CONDUCTED TO ESTABLISH PROPERTY CORNERS AND PROPERTY LINES FOR
TIMBER CUTTING PURPOSES. WE INITIATED THIS SURVEY AT THE SOUTHEAST CORNER OF
SECTION 15 A COUNTY BCIP SET FROM ORIGINAL EVIDENCE. WE RAN A RANDOM CLQOSED
TRAVERSE ARQOUND THE SOUTHEAST 1/4 SOUTHEAST 1/4 OF SECTION 15 TIEING IN THE
SOUTH AND EAST 1/16 CORNERS AS WELL AS THE SOUTH 1/4 CORNER WHICH WAS SET BY
PROPORTION BY BENTZ IN 198@4. WE FOUND BENTZ'S IRON ROD SET FOR THE EAST 1/16
225 FEET EAST OF PROPER PROPORTION. WE SET A REFERENCE METAL FENCE POST
APPROXIMATELY ON THE SECTION LINE 2.25 WEST OF BENTZ'S IRON ROD. BY GPS WE TIED
IN THE EAST. NORTH AND WEST QUARTER CORNERS OF SECTION 15. THE EAST AND WEST
QUARTER CORNERS ARE COUNTY BCIP SET FROM ORIGINAL EVIDENCE. THE NORTH QUARTER
CORNER WAS SET BY PROPORTION BY RUPPERT IN 1878. WE COMPUTED AND SET THE
SOUTHEAST 1/16 CORNER BLAZING. PAINTING AND TAGGING THE PROPERTY LINES AS SHOWN
HEREGON. THIS SURVEY WAS DONE WITH A NIKON DTM 45@. A TRIMBLE 4282 BASE AND PRO
