THE PURPOSE OF THIS SURVEY IS TO BLAZE, POST AND FLAG THE BOUNDARY LINES SHOWN
AS BOLD HEREON AND TO MONUMENT THE CENTER ONE-QUARTER CORNER OF SECTION 28.
TRAVERSES WERE RUN, TYING THE NECESSARY CONTROLLING MONUMENTS AND THE
SUBDIVISION OF SECTION 28 WAS COMPUTED.

THE MARKED BOUNDARIES HAVE TREES BLAZED ON EACH SIDE OF LINE, SIX FOOT STEEL POSTS
