FOR IN DOCUMENT NUMBER 2008-10059, AND IN ADJOINER'S DEEDS, AND TO SET A WITNESS
MONUMENT AS SHOWN. I UTILIZE DEED RECORD BEARING FROM THE FOUND 1" DIAMETER
IRON PIPE ON THE WEST LINE TO ESTABLISH THE WITNESS MONUMENT NEAR THE HIGH BANK.
THE 1/4" BY 3/4" IRON BAR SHOWN ON C.S. 43/178 AND OTHER SURVEYS COULD NOT BE FOUND
AND HAS MOST LIKELY BEEN WASHED AWAY BY FLOOD WATERS. THE DEED CALL OF N 0°34' W
77.4 FEET MATCHES M 18-44 FROM 1950 BUT SUBSEQUENT SURVEYS HAVE A TYPO AND SHOW
THE DISTANCE TO BE 71.4 FEET. USING THE ORIGINAL 77.4 FOOT CALL DOES GENERATE A GOOD
FIT TO THE EASTERLY 1" DIAMETER IRON PIPE ANGLE CORNER AS WELL AS TO THE FOUND

3/4® DIAMETER IRON ROD WITNESS MONUMENT. THE ADJOINER'S DRIVEWAY LOOKS TO HAVE
BEEN IN PLACE FOR MANY YEARS. THE LOCATION OF THE RIVER IS PER DEED RECORD DATA.
