PARTITION PLAT 1987—-0042 BY RAYMOND F. BROWN, PLS 2391, TIES THE M 42—70 CORNERS AT THE NW 1/186,
CW 1/16 AND C 1/4 OF SECTION 29, AND MONUMENTS THE NORTH AND EAST CORNERS OF PARCEL 1 AT THE INTERSECTION OF THE SOUTH
AND EAST LINES OF THE SE1/4-NW1/4 WITH THE WESTERLY RIGHT—-OF—WAY LINE OF HWY NO. 227, THE CENTERLINE OF WHICH WAS
DETERMINED BY HOLDING THE AS~BUILT CENTERLINE AND THE CENTER OF THE ELK CREEK BRIDGE.
