TIES COMPARES FAVORABLY WITH DATA OF RECORD AS CAN BE SEEN HEREON. | THEN COMPUTE
THE SUBDIVISION OF SECTION 36 AS SHOWN IN ORDER TO SURVEY AND MARK THE DESIRED LINES.
THE LINES WERE MARKED BY BLAZING TREES ON EACH SIDE OF LINE, BY SETTING 6 FOOT STEEL POSTS
ALONG THE TRUE LINE AT INTERVALS OF 200 FEET OR LESS AND BY HANGING LIBERAL
