THE PURPOSE OF THIS SURVEY IS TO MONUMENT THE ADJUSTED BOUNDARY AND TO PREPARE

A NEW LEGAL DESCRIPTION FOR EACH ADJUSTED UNIT AND TO SET A WITNESS MONUMENT AS
SHOWN HEREON. UTILIZING FOUND MONUMENTS FROM BOTH M 41-62 AND M 130-14, AS WELL

AS RECORD DATA FROM THOSE SURVEYS, I COMPUTE THE POSITION OF THE EXISTING SOUTHEASTERLY
